Ha Shd/ma/yim is a Hebrew term that represents God’s Oceans of Glory, not a
river or endless stream, but a vast eternal arena, of which there is no possible
sounding of its depths, nor ending to its boundaries. “ Deep calleth unto deep”
(Psalm 42:7). God’s Oceans of Glory are forever before, now and beyond all ages.

The Ha Shamayim are “ the heavens” that God created, part of the celestial
sphere in which celestial bodies exist and rotate and from which they proceed
in degrees of God’s tangible presence. Both Paul and John alluded to the higher
realms, or layers, of Heaven, for instance, when Paul mentioned “ the third
heaven” (2 Corinthians 12:2).

This ancient concept has been traditionally taught by the rabbis from the Tal-mud.
The Jewish tallit, or prayer shawl, is woven with seven deep blue stripes to
encourage the person praying to press in to and ascend in his prayers all the
way to the seventh, or highest, layer of Heaven. Moses did this when he insisted
that God not only reveal Himself in a burning bush and in the miracles of the
Exodus, the cloud and the fire on Mount Sinai (where the Law was given), but.50

Oceans of Glory also in a face-to-face audience. The cry of the heart of Moses was,
“ Show me

Your glory,” (or “ More, Lord! More!” )

Then Moses said, “ Now show me your glory.” Exodus 33:18, NIV
Joshua, Moses’ scribe (who also spent forty days and nights on the mountain
in a fast to record all that was given to Moses, and who also saw the same
miracles), pressed in even further. In the tent of meeting, he surpassed his pre-decessor’s
quest and stayed longer in the glory:

And the LORD spake unto Moses face to face, as a man speaketh unto his
friend. And he turned again into the camp: but his servant Joshua, the son of
Nun, a young man, departed not out of the tabernacle. Exodus 33:11

It was Joshua who, greatly endowed with anointing and insight, led the Isra-elites
forward into the Promised Land. If we are to go further in this final move
of God, into the Rapture of glory, then we must be a people who will exceed
our predecessors in our spiritual quests. We have far to go, for some of those



who preceded us ventured much beyond anything we have yet experienced.
I feel so sorry for people who are bored with church and bored with God.
Religion causes that. It is like living in a fishbowl or in the window of an
aquarium next to the ocean. Fulfill your longings. Jump out of the container
and go free! Deep calleth unto deep!
There is always a greater depth in the Oceans of Glory to explore. The possi-bilities
are limitless. Joshua lingered in God’s presence to find a greater depth,
and Jesus did too. If we hope to reach the depths of such a place in God, we,
too, must stay before Him longer when He manifests His presence tangibly. We
must show Him reverence and push everything else aside for the joy of being in
His presence. I never answer phones or doorbells when I have purposefully set
time aside to seek the Lord and have invited Him to be my honored Guest.
Would I interrupt an audience with an earthly king for a phone solicitor? How
absurd! So, should we treat our Lord with any less respect?
When such moments of intimacy with the Lord come, let nothing disturb
your peace, your shalom, your completeness in Him. This must become our
goal in every hour of life, whether we are in the midst of a crowd or in the soli-tude
of our prayer chambers. Jesus walked in this way, conscious of earth, but
also lingering in the obedience of a heavenly call to continuously fellowship
with God. Paul, too, learned to “ pray without ceasing,” thus living in two realms
at once..51
Shamayim: The Headwaters of Heaven
Fulfill your longings. Jump out of the container and go free!
The nature of the Holy Spirit is to “ hover,” or *“ brood,” or “ meditate,” in the
Ha Shamayim of Heaven and over the waters of earth before He moves into ac-tion.
He woos us to linger and wait with Him (see Genesis 1:1-3). Jesus
particularly gave us an example by His willingness to linger in the presence of
the Father. When Lazarus lay ill and dying, Jesus continued to linger. Even after
Lazarus died and his body began rotting, Jesus lingered.

Lingering in the presence of the Father had long been Jesus’ habit. When He
was still young, Mary and Joseph began to journey home from their visit to
Jerusalem, but Jesus lingered with the doctors of the Law in the Temple. He was
on heavenly business and could not be rushed. Mary and Joseph left for home,
but Jesus stayed behind, eventually requiring their return to search for Him.

God’s plan abruptly altered the schedule of Joseph and Mary.

Jesus’ disciples were drowning in a boat on the Sea of Galilee, but He lin-gered
on, praying “in the fourth watch of the night.” His chosen men were going
down fast, but He chose to linger in prayer. At last, He arose and walked on the
water to them, saving them just in time. He had been secure all along in the
presence of His Father.

Had the disciples not cried out to Jesus, “ He would have passed them by.” He
was walking in the anointing for whoever could take hold of it. For those who
could not, He remained in the anointing and would not make an exit to step
into their turmoil. Only in the anointing did deliverance exist. The Shamayim of
Heaven is an eternal river of joy and an ocean of peace.

One day, toward the beginning of Jesus’ ministry, His family called Him



home. He chose, instead, to linger with a crowd of worshipers and explained
that His family consisted of those who loved and sought His Father. Jesus lin-gered
in His heavenly Father’s presence.
Jairus, an important man, needed Jesus to heal his daughter, but on the way
that day there was a woman with an issue of blood who might have had more
faith than Jairus. Because of that woman, Jesus lingered there. This divine delay
only served to elevate Jairus’ faith, and he too received his miracle.
Poverty cried out, but Jesus lingered long enough to allow a woman to ex-pend
all her wealth (contained in a single alabaster box) upon His feet. When
He was told that there were many poor people who needed His attention, He
responded that they could wait. “ You have the poor with you always,” He ex-plained
to an angry and confused audience. He remained focused.
A Pharisee was waiting for Him, but Jesus lingered..
Martha and Mary invited Jesus for dinner. Food needed to be cooked, but the

very astute Mary lingered at the feet of Jesus, and He encouraged her to do it.
We must learn to linger at altars of prayer when the anointing comes. There
could be no more precious place. All else can wait — even some “ crisis.”

I am ever more amazed at those who tell me that they cannot invest an hour
of their day in rehearsing God’s healing promises, yet end up terminally ill,
wasting weeks of life, in debt, in hospitals and doctors’ offices, with no time for
Doctor Jesus. Be caught away, lost at sea! Linger in God’s Oceans of Glory. You
can’t afford not to. Therein is the answer to your problem.

To “ swim” in the oceans of Heaven (Ha Shamayim) is to pray. I often ob-serve
congregations worshiping when I go out to preach. Many of them know
a popular song about “ swimming in the river of God,” but some do not seem
to have a clue about what they are singing. They are able to dance or panto-mime
the action of swimming, but then they fail to pray and linger at the
altars.

Jesus lingered in His heavenly Father’s presence.

One of my favorite heroes of prayer was the early twentieth-century pioneer
circuit-riding preacher C.G. Bevington. 1 He founded churches in Gospel-resis-tant
areas of America with no other tool but prayer. Often sleeping in a barn
loft, haystack, hollow log or other such accommodation, his constant quest
was prayer that reached the throne, affecting earth. He learned the secret of lin-gering
before the Lord.

Once, a group of poor people had rented a boarded-up schoolhouse under
much resistance and persecution from the neighboring community so that
Bevington could hold a revival and lay the foundation of a church. Their emo-tions
must have been very tender. Still, on the opening night, when Bevington
arrived to preach, he perceived that the building was in fine shape, but the
people were not ready in spirit. In their busyness, none of them had prayed
through. He announced that revival was prayer, finding an audience with God.

Then he made a quick exodus from the shocked crowd and climbed a ladder to
the attic, where he stayed, praying for hours, ignoring demands that he descend
and begin the service immediately.

Finally, when he heard the people begin to pray, he slipped out another way



and did not return until the next night. When he arrived the next night, he

found a curious crowd gathered, but still he repeated his performance of the

night before. He did this for several more evenings, until he finally entered a

building full of travailing people who had poured their souls out to God for re-vival
instead of looking for entertaining words from him. A great revival ensued, and the result
was a vibrant church. The fountains of the deep inside of

those praying vessels brought forth “ gushers” of glory.

When our prayer meetings exceed the attendance of our Sunday morning ser-
vices, then we will know that we are truly revived. When more of our people
have a burning desire to talk with Jesus, revival will be here.

We cannot attempt to ““ tweak” this revival under pressure from those who
simply love the spectacular. We cannot midwife the move of God into existence
prematurely. It will be born of the Spirit when it is born. To manufacture re-vival
to please those around us and to appease our consciences into thinking
that all is well may be the constant pressure from the church world. But bring-ing
in Oceans of Glory will require days of ““ carpet duty” — intense prayer — on
our part.

When our prayer meetings exceed the attendance of Sunday
morning services, then we will know that we are truly revived.

No one has gone this far before, to the very end of the age. This is the last
move that will carry us across the divide of earthly and heavenly realms, to
Heaven’s happy shore. This is the last day, and it will have all of its own sur-prises.
Some uncharted waters yet await us. We must salute the Holy Spirit and
surrender to His control in obedience: *“ Aye, aye, Sir! Fill up the sails. We are
homeward bound, heading out to sea ... into deep water.”

Mayim is a Hebrew root word that means ““ water.” It forms part of the word
for Heaven, Ha Shamayim, in Genesis 1:1 and in Jeremiah 10:13. The most ba-sic
sense of this word is obvious. It represents the fluids of life. I see this as an
indication that the heavens are a type and shadow of liquid, or fluid, the eter-nally
running headwaters of God. Ha Shamayim, ““ Heaven,” is the fountain of
God, the fountains of the deep, an ocean source with no beginning or end. It is
made up of liquid glory fires.

It is true that God created an actual first heaven of physical substance that
included seven original layers of firmament. One fell in Noah’s flood and dra-matically
altered the infrared levels of the sun’s rays upon the planet. Scientists
tell us today that our own environmental sins, since Adam stopped “ keeping”
the garden or planet, have severely eroded another layer, the ozone. However,
just as Paul taught that there were layers of heaven (in agreement with the Tal-mud
and rabbinical teachings), it is scriptural to recognize that those seven
physical layers are only a mirror of what lies hidden in the spiritual layers and
limitless expanse of eternity beyond the veil.

Water has always been an expression that is tightly connected with the sym-
bolism of the Holy Spirit.

Oceans of Glory

A dream about water once beckoned me to the side of a sinner in need. She



was suffering from insomnia due to a troubling and recurring dream. It was not
a nightmare, but it was a puzzle that haunted her — even in her waking hours.
Night after night, she dreamed that she stood at the edge of an Olympic-sized
swimming pool, desiring to plunge in, but unsure of what would happen if she
did. She was not a good swimmer.

I knew exactly what the dream meant. ““ You need the Holy Ghost!” I told her.
Then I explained the symbolism of the Spirit as water in the Bible and * swim-ming”
as prayer. She prayed with me on the spot and received the Lord and the
power of His Spirit right there. God had been trying to bring her into the re-freshment
of His presence for months.

Water has always been an expression that is tightly connected
with the symbolism of the Holy Spirit.

We first meet the Holy Spirit in the Bible (see Genesis 1:2) as He is brooding,
or thinking, over the puzzling waters, or depths, of chaos. In the New Testa-ment,
Jesus had His first public audience with the Holy Spirit in water at the
banks of the Jordan, as He was being baptized by John. There are many other
instances in the Bible where God associated His character with the symbol of
water. Here are a few:

* The Israelites met the delivering hand of God in water as He parted the
Red Sea.

* Jesus walked on water and also turned water into wine. He asks that all
converts be baptized in water as a symbol of entering the depths of
God, drowning our old, sinful natures.

* The first substance that God created on earth was water. Water issued
forth from Eden in four rivers. (I heard Sister Glenyce Doorn of Florida
teach a wonderful sermon on their significance: a river of purity (holi-ness),
a river of peace (strength), a river of prosperity (Kingdom) and a
river of power (miracles). These are the waters of revival, just as there
are four winds.

A river watering the garden flowed from Eden; from there it was sepa-rated
into four headwaters.

* A miracle river will flow from the Temple Mount in Jerusalem to greet the
Messiah, Jesus (Yeshua or Hashem in Hebrew). It will flow all the way to
the Dead Sea (see Ezekiel 47:1-11).
In the early summer of 1999, a news article from Israel appeared stating that
water had begun to seep uncontrollably into the Temple Mount under the
Dome of the Rock. According to the article, so great had been the seepage that
some frustrated religious pilgrims had to take up their prayer mats, wringing
wet with water. Some sources stoutly denied the report, but whether it be true
or false, there will come such a day.

* In the center of spiritual Heaven, there is a river that comes from the very

throne of God:



And he shewed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceed-ing
out of the throne of God and of the Lamb. Revelation 22:1
* The voice of God, full of glory, sounds like water:
And, behold, the glory of the God of Israel came from the way of the east:
and his voice was like a noise of many waters: and the earth shined with his
glory. Ezekiel 43:2
* Salvation in Jesus flows as water from a fountain that did not begin with
the blood at Calvary, but in the liquid glory of eternity past. God por-trays
Himself as the Fountain of eternal life.
For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the foun-tain
of living waters, and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can
hold no water. Jeremiah 2:13
O LORD, the hope of Israel, all that forsake thee shall be ashamed, and
they that depart from me shall be written in the earth, because they have
forsaken the LORD, the fountain of living waters. Jeremiah 17:13
The Oceans of Glory, a vast and eternal supply, are only withheld from us by
our inability to contain them. Elisha told a widow in need of a financial
miracle to collect empty jars, even to boldly require them of her curious neigh-bors.
He admonished her, “ Borrow not a few” (2 Kings 4:3-7). Then, God sent a
supernatural flow of oil that stopped only at the brim of her last container. It
was not God who held back the supply, but simply the lack of another empty
vessel to fill. To have a great revival, keep bringing the lost.
My friend and mentor, Rev. Billye Brim of Prayer Mountain in Branson, Mis-
souri,illuminates this spiritual principle in her teachings on the goodness of
God: ‘God is good all the time’ is a popular Charismatic phrase, but actually it
is superseded by the truth of 2 Chronicles 5:13. Time is a limited part of the his-tory
of eternity, but God is actually good forever — beyond time. One day ‘time’
will be no more, but God shall continue to be good with full and overflowing
supply.” 2
Billye Brim introduced me to the writings of David Baron, a Jewish scholar:
“ Goodness is very frequently attributed to God. Goodness is that attribute of
God whereby He loveth to communicate to all who can or will receive it; all
good, yea, Himself, who is the fullness, and universality of good, creator of
good, this good, His goodness bestoweth on all and each to the capacity of each
to receive it, nor is there any limit to His giving, only the creature’s capacity of
receiving, and that also is a good gift from Him.” 3
Billye also reminded me of the insights which I had read by the evangelist
F.F. Bosworth in his book Christ, the Healer. He said: ““ Benevolence is the great
attribute of God. Therefore if you want to please Him, remove the obstacles out
of the way of the exercising of His benevolence. He is infinitely good, and He
exists forever in a state of entire consecration to pour forth blessings upon His
creatures, whenever they make it possible, which all may do. Suppose the vast
Pacific Ocean were elevated high above, then conceive of its pressure into every
crevice, seeking an outlet through which it may pour its ocean tides over all the
earth and you will have a picture of God’s benevolent attitude.” 4
It is ridiculous to argue over the measure of what God can give to you so that
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you can serve Him. He wishes for us to have giant faith levels to become store-houses
for the Oceans of Glory to fill and thereby be dispensers of great wealth
to accomplish all the word of the Gospel and bring in a great harvest of souls.

How do we get that great ocean power within our lives? We must dissolve the
barriers in our thinking to experiencing the limitless depths of God. The locks
are best removed from the floodgates of our lives by receiving the permission of
the Word of God to open them. Study about the goodness of God and His de-sire
to release it through praise, prayer and disciplined speech.

How do we access the Oceans of Glory, Shamayim? The same way God brought
them into existence in the first place — through words — “ Light be!”

The Hebrew word dabar is defined as “ thing,” “ word” or ““ speech.” By praise,
prayer and the power of the Word of God, spoken into our world, we create a
container of things for God to fill with Oceans of Glory. He is waiting for our ut-terance
of faith to unlock the floodgates in our lives.

In John 4, Jesus expressed to a woman He encountered at a well in Samaria
that He had a vast supply of water that superseded the depth of the well from
which she had come to draw. That was remarkable, because that particular well
was known as Jacob’s Well and had been, from ancient times, one of the deep-est
in the Holy Land. As Jacob had come and reopened the well of his forefather
Abraham, so Jesus, of that same lineage, had come to sample a refreshing, re-viving
drink from the ancient source.

Jesus had a right to that well (and He has a right to revisit His revival wells
too, churches that once knew Him), but He had no dipper in Samaria. There-fore,

He asked the Samaritan woman to draw water for Him.

Jesus did not so much want the lady to draw water as to catch a revelation

that she was to be a bearer of the water that would always revive. He is visiting
us through His Holy Spirit in this hour, to seek those who will draw water out
of the vast supply of His glory, His oceans that never run dry. He is seeking
those who will gladly reopen the ancient wells of revival and give a thirsty
world something eternal to drink. But whom will He choose? You may be
surprised.

The woman Jesus chose to address that day at the well was a very flawed
character — at least to our way of thinking. It is amazing that she was even still
alive. She had gone through five husbands, and it was both Jewish and Samari-tan
custom to stone a known adulteress. A barren woman, however, could
easily have been married five times and survived. She would have been
shamed, but allowed to live. This must have been the case with the famous
woman at the well.

I knew a Jewish woman of prominence in Israel who was divorced for this
very reason. Even after she was in her seventies, she still grieved at times for the
husband she had set free to seek a bearing wife. Jesus dealt very compassion-ately
with those who were affected by this cultural phenomenon (see Matthew
5:31).
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He was not for adultery, but He was also not against women ... and
there, in His Sermon on the Mount, He was not formulating new laws concern-ing
divorce. Rather, He was rebuking the hardened hearts of men who had no
love for barren or otherwise-unproductive women.

Jesus gave only one New Testament law — that of love. The limitless depths
of God’s love should flow like a river through our hearts and explode like an.58
ocean upon hurting humanity. In judging hard cases, the question should al-ways
be: What would love do? Ha Shamayim is an ocean of love.

God loves His first bride, Israel, and will yet draw her heart back to Himself.
This is made evident in the Song of Solomon. He also loves the barren Church
and yearns to impregnate her spiritual womb with a seed of the love of the
Holy Spirit for lost souls. He wants intimate fellowship with her and resulting
multiple new births. He reaches out to the unloved.

Jesus knew very well the situation of the woman He now called to give drink
to the thirsty. The current man in her life was not one of the five husbands, but
another man entirely. He may well have been a relative who knew her and took
pity on her. Nevertheless, that fact was embarrassing.

For all intents and purposes, this woman was an outcast. Perhaps shunned
by village women who were blessed with husbands and children, she came to
the well alone that day. But Jesus “ read her mail.” He knew all about her. Still,

He did not condemn her. This led her to realize that He was indeed “ a prophet.”

Why was Jesus asking a broken woman for help? He was looking for a
yielded vessel that could be remolded and used to carry water, not only to Him,
but also to a dying and thirsty world around Samaria’s parched hills.

It has always been rare to find a vast supply of water in the arid land of Israel.
Abundant rain has come only in times when the Hebrew people were walking
in a right relationship with God. In those seasons, God sent the rain as part of
His covenant with His people. When they were disobedient, He sent none, and
the crops could not be harvested. Thus, the people would be judged of unholy
living and sin in the Feast of Shavuot, or seven weeks, which comes in May or
June, only seven weeks after the resurrection of our Lord Jesus on the Feast of
Firstfruits. It was a judgment: to award water or not.

He wanted a yielded vessel that could be remolded and used to
carry water, not only to Him, but also to a dying thirsty world
around about.

Sin always brings destruction. The Shamayim, the liquid glory fires of God,
never bring blessing to a deceitful people. God’s rain may fall on just and un-just
alike, but while one may find the water sweet for harvest, another finds it
bitter in floods.

In 1986, on my first visit to Israel, I heard Jewish men chanting one evening
during the Feast of Tabernacles. “ Mayim! Mayim! Mayim!” (Water! Water! Wa-ter!)
They were dancing as rabbis prayed for rain, and they searched the barren
drought-ridden sky for even one cloud. There was nothing. The very next day,
however, as I headed out to the bus stop, a short, but drenching downpour suddenly.
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Shamayim: The Headwaters of Heaven denly hit. As I stood there, soaked, the
scene on the street was one that I re-member vividly. People began running out of their
houses chanting, “ Mayim! Mayim! Mayim!” They shouted it with jubilation, and they
were revived in the downpour.

Next to my feet, a cardboard box sadly wilted in the rain, disintegrating into
the gutter in minutes. The same outpouring brought both blessing and destruc-tion.
Some things ripen in the latter rain, and some things are judged, never to
be seen again.

Today, Israel’s desert blooms in fulfillment of ancient biblical prophecy.
However, in 1990, millions of new immigrants began to worry officials in the
Israeli government. As they joined the Jewish and Arab populations already
multiplying within the land, would there be enough water to maintain such a
burgeoning population? Environmental experts urged Israeli politicians to
forge peace agreements with their neighbors in order to secure water rights. The
discussion of such rights, however, complicated already difficult diplomatic re-lations,
resulting in increased military tension. One of the negotiators, Syria’s
King Assad, died on the Feast of Shavuot, as he was discussing the issues relat-ing
to these water rights on the phone, saying his last words, * This is our
destiny.”

Near the time of the signing of the Oslo Peace Accords, God sent the “ ness” 5
(miracle) rains in 1992. The drought was broken, and the rain came in both
constructive and destructive ways. Record floods exceeded anything Israel had
seen in more than a hundred years. Could it have been that God was letting the
Jewish people know that He alone controls the headwaters of the heavens over
that land?

Israel received such a lesson in ancient times of worshiping Baal, the water
god. That they might repent and recognize the true provider of their water, the
prophet Elijah shut up the heavens and forbade rains to come for three years.

During the time of drought that ensued, God fed His servant Elijah beside a
flowing stream ... until it too dried up. It was then that the prophet was com-pelled
to believe for the miracle of rain. Truly, only God Himself can control

the headwaters, or Shamayim, of Heaven over the land, the Oceans of Glory.

When Jesus told the Samaritan woman that He had the kind of water she was
looking for, and a vast supply of it at that, she knew that He was either a lunatic
with a foolish claim, or He was God Himself, incarnate as Messiah, speaking to
her. Only God had such power. Only He can release the spiritual and physical
blessings of Shamayim.

Let us believe God in the coming days to bring down Holy Ghost rains of
blessing over our respective nations. They will come only in the old-fashioned
way — as we stay on our knees before God, beseeching Heaven for a new song
and a fresh outpouring.

Our modern sanctuaries are as fine as any that have ever existed. Our music
is now very professional and sometimes rivals anything on the secular market.

But if our congregations lose the desire to expand beyond their comfort zones,
we are in danger of allowing the joy of our prosperity to rob us of our true po-tential.
God’s best is yet to come. We must never forget that some of history’s
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most glory-filled meetings have been held in tents and in barns. I praise God
for the prosperity that has improved our sound systems, given us excellence in
music and made it possible to broadcast our wonderful sermons, but the high-est
technology for reaching Heaven is still on our knees!
The highest technology for reaching Heaven is still on our
knees!
Out of God’s vast supply, His Shamayim headwaters, ‘ liquid glory,” His eter-nal
unsearchable depths, He created Heaven. He is all-knowing, all-seeing and
almighty, and He has Oceans of Glory ready to send rushing in upon us NOW!

SOUNDS OF OCEAN GLORY

For with thee is the fountain of life: in thy light shall we see light.
Psalm 36:9

When I was a child, my sister Meg and I would play with Mother’s collection
of seashells. We would cup them to our ears and say, “ What does the ocean
sound like?” We could hear the faint rushing of the wind and the tide inside ...
or so we thought. But that sound only made us long for the real thing.

God is Oceans of Glory, not a mere river. The fathoms of His depths know no
sounding, nor His boundaries any end. The consuming fire of His presence,
light, dances with fluid rhythmic motions upon the eternal flow of His glory
through all of time and timelessness.

And God’s light also has a voice. Yes, you read right. Light, an element of the
manifested glory of God’s being, has a voice. The rhythms of it have been scien-tifically
measured, although not yet in totality. At the subatomic level, light
waves and sound waves flow together as cosmic fluid in harmony like an eter-nal
river of water, a light wave traveling on a sound wave known to scientists as
a “ quark.” It is the elastic band that holds space and time together.

Those who know Genesis 1:3 already know what a quark is and what it does:
“ And God said [a sound wave], Let there be light [a light wave]: and there was
light.” All of the substance of creation came from that action. A light wave trav-eling
on a sound wave produces matter, as seen in the creation story of earth
and man. Jesus is “ the true Light, which lighteth every man that cometh into the
world” (John 1:9). That is physics made easy.

The quark, or the * voice of light, ”” is one of the most amazing elements of
creation. It is the hidden trigger to creation. We can observe its behavior in a
scientific field of study called quantum mechanics, which examines these obscure puzzle
pieces of the subatomic realm of physics. These tiny, invisible
working parts of the universe that God created would be in operation below
the noise level of existing instruments that could hear them. It is strongly be-lieved
that a world of minute and infinite sounds exists there, and not only in
the great expanse of space beyond us.

The Pentagon has spent large sums of money to listen in to outer space. I
wonder if they know whom they are listening to? The same voice is speaking to
us in our spirits for free.

The Jews I have met in Israel all know about “ the voice.” They are peculiar to
other races of people on this planet in the fact that they can hear it from birth.

Why? They are God’s chosen people, and He speaks to them — even in captiv-ity.
They have never forgotten the voice that spoke out of the pillar of fire as it
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led them through the wilderness — their light in darkness.

Albert Einstein, a Jew, could hear that voice. He heard it as he meditated on
Newton’s theories at night, lying on a hillside flat on his back, staring up at a
starry heaven. Stirrings came to his heart, he said, and he heard it when he
pored through the Torah and scientific journals, laboring over the theory of
relativity.

If you record a voice and play it back at greater volume, it is no less the same
voice than when you play it at a mere whisper. God said, ““ Let there be light,” and
the voice of light, the Holy Spirit, is still talking. Inside the atom, at the sub-atomic
levels, “ Light be!” and at the farthest reaches of the universe, ““ Light be!”
and inside of man, “ Light be! Let there be light! Come to the light! Jesus is the
Light!” No matter where man turns, through a telescope or through a micro-scope,
God is still speaking. The question is, are we listening?

Maybe we are, but not all on the same level, and not all are conscious of the
quest they are making. But man cannot outrun the light or its voice. Everywhere
he turns, the sounds of glory are calling him, *“ Come to the light! Come to
Jesus.”

Not one move in that direction will escape God’s ear, for He is monitoring us
better than we are monitoring Him. Had Adam never fallen, God would have
delighted in showing him all the hidden world of science that man now ex-plores
alone. He knew how to create and repair it all. Everything, in the final
triumph, will be reconciled to the obedience of His voice.

But man cannot outrun the light or its voice. Everywhere he
turns, the sounds of glory are calling him, “Come to the light!

Come to Jesus.”

God’s light speaks to us consistently like the lapping tide. If we will listen to
its thythm and be led by the Holy Spirit, then we can harness the creative power.63
of its voice. We should dominate the secret of the quark, learning to say some-thing
on a sound wave filled with Holy Ghost fire that, on a light wave, can
produce things that come to pass. That is to harness the greatest power of the
universe. If we can harness the tongue, we can use it like the rudder of an ocean
liner in the Oceans of Glory. (See James 3:2-6.)

This principle of the quark is changing our modern world. The quark is
found at the most fragile point in the subatomic structure of the universe, a
point where matter can suddenly become a *“ something” or a *“ nothing.” This is
as near to the point of creation as we can imagine, because quarks are com-posed
of “ electrons” and “ protons” that sometimes act like “ motion waves”
and, at other times, as stable unexcited dead particles. Subatomic particles do
not behave in any pattern similar to the mass of the objects they compose as a
whole. All objects emit frequencies of sound that sonar can detect. The spark of
one minute sound can change everything. God knew that. His voice was the Big

Bang!

Satan knows that. This is why he fears the faith-filled words a believer speaks.

He knows just how fragile his facade is. Though death looks solid, this universe
is subject to change in an instant. God’s word will change it, and your words
can affect it too.
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Things are not what they seem. For instance, an antique wooden table appears
to be the same solid treasure that it was in Grandma’s day a hundred years ago.
Under a high-powered microscope, however, it can be seen that the table is actu-ally
made up of a fluid substance of activity that never stops moving or changing.

Though the wood no longer lives, and it is disconnected from the sap of the tree
from which it was cut, atoms still exist within each cell, and their electrons and
protons continue to move and rotate around a nucleus within. Rocks have the
same activity at the subatomic level, and so do the steel beams of skyscrapers.
Nothing about this three-dimensional world is as solid as it seems.

How very easy it is for God to remold it all or any part of it in an instant! All

He has to do is bombard it with the sound of His glorious voice, and matter
changes in obedience to what He calls it to become.

Nothing about this three-dimensional world is as solid as it
seems.

NASA measures the sound waves of stars and quasars. Did you know that
they sing? Their musical vibrations of light can be heard with high-tech equip-ment.
God mentioned this audible element of light to Job, a man of very
primitive times:.64

Then the morning stars sang together, and all the sons of God shouted
for joy. Job 38:7

A November 2, 1999, article in USA Today, ““ All the Answers for All Time in
One Tiny Package,” stated that a new day is dawning when men will no longer
revel in their abilities to computerize our world with microchips, but will actu-ally
surpass that technology by harnessing the “ voice” of the atom and its
electromagnetic signals. The atom itself, microscopically small, will actually
program and motorize the computers of the twenty-first century, replacing the
digital microchip. 1

SOUNDS OF OCEAN GLORY CHANGE OUR WORLD

Imagine the changes this will bring into our world! Instead of carrying a
palm or laptop computer, we will insert coin-sized CDs into wristwatch-sized
devices.

It is fun to think that perhaps the Book of Life is as small as or smaller than
these quantum computers. I doubt that God needs St. Peter to haul around a
“ clunky” scroll or some vast volume when He examines our lives to see if our
names are recorded there. It is all instant knowledge to Him. We treasure
many outdated images of Heaven in our minds because we adore tradition,
but God will change it all with a single blast from the last trump. That heav-enly
sound will be as significant as the first one He uttered on the day of
creation: “ Light be!” 2

Sound and light make up an ““ undivorceable” marriage that parents the
realm of physics (the science of matter and motion). From the center of Him-self,
God emanates both. Lasers of glory that stream from Him either alter or
stabilize every existing thing — according to His sovereign will.

A laser is defined as ““ a high-intensity beam, producing narrow uniform lev-els
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of light.” In it, large, innumerable portions of concentrated light particles, or

“ photons,” all function on the same frequency, like a radio station. They ema-nate
sound that can be measured by “ quantum principles” and harmonize as

billions of tiny voices blending as one.

The subatomic world is a great symphony that human ears cannot yet hear,
but God hears it all — the sounds of Oceans of Glory. He even hears one small
drop of water as it slides off the tip of a stalactite inside an underground cave,
thousands of feet below the surface of the earth, and splashes, “ kerplunk!” into
an undiscovered subterranean river. You and I cannot hear it, but God does.

Lasers of light and sound can be so powerful that they dissolve metal, yet doc-.65
doctors use them to perform delicate eye surgery. Harnessing the power of this sub-
atomic element of our Creator has benefited humanity immensely.

The subatomic world is a great symphony that human ears
cannot yet hear, but God hears it all — the sounds of Oceans of
Glory.

A mirror of this principle behind the laser can be seen in a few recorded mo-
mentsof history. Joshua was able to harmonize the voice of Israel. In silence,
the Israelites emitted no sound for seven days as they marched around the city
of Jericho. On the seventh day, in one harmonious voice, they shouted with
trumpet blasts and disintegrated the stone walls of that fortified city.

I know a powerful woman of prayer who frequently fasts her words for days
on end. She will not speak to anyone during those times, only to God. You can-not
even get her to communicate in an emergency (except by notes), once her
vow is made for the set “ fast.” I used to wonder about this strange custom, until
I witnessed the power of answered prayer in her life.

To speak only in the glory is a lofty goal, but it is necessary for
any vessel of God who hopes to ever obtain a miracle ministry of
power, signs and wonders.

We are often frustrated when our prayers and declarations of faith fail to
come to pass. The greatest reason may be that we do not segregate our words,
those we mean to come to pass from those we speak carelessly. Jesus was a man
of few words, and He encouraged His followers not to be snared by the words
of their mouths. They should let their yea be yea and their nay, nay, He said. To
speak only in the glory is a lofty goal, but it is necessary for obtaining a miracle
ministry of power, signs and wonders. Our focus is to be in the Word and have
the Word in us.

SOUNDS THAT BRING MIRACLES TO PASS

The principle of focused and unified waves of sound may be seen in some of
the ministries of great healing evangelists. They understood the need to have
choirs singing and congregations joining in worship for hours at a time. When
the pitch of their harmony reached a high point, angels could often be heard
among them. This phenomenon is recorded in the diaries of Maria
Woodworth-Etter, for example. Kathryn Kuhlman would not enter the auditorium until
the proper pitch of glory was reached. When it came, she could sense the heavens were
open, and then she could gracefully call down the needed miracles.

In my own times of worship and ministry, I have learned something of this
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secret. If I will sing a supernaturally high and focused note, it is as if lasers of
light emanate from my diaphragm toward Heaven. Sometimes, with the gift of
discerning of spirits, I have seen those piercing notes blast holes through the
tightly woven webs of principalities and powers in the heavenlies over a city.

Those anointed sounds and light affect their molecules and scramble their cir-
cuits.They are paralyzed, as beings of darkness, for a season while we are
ministering there.

I feel that God is glorified in the voice, and I have learned to yield to Him in
unusual realms of sound. Because of this revelation, here are just a few of the
wonderful experiences that God has given with supernatural volume and pitch
in singing:

* Sometimes these high notes are so strong that they break the pointers on
soundboard VU meters. In 1998, the manifestation of His glory
(through my voice yielded to Him) blew out the sound system of a
commercial theater in Pittsburg, Kansas.

* In March of 2000, as we sang the Doxology, “ Holy! Holy! Holy!” His
glory filled my voice, and the resulting sound blew out the batteries in
a man’s hearing aids. His ears were healed. I was not using a micro-phone,
and he was seated at the back of the large auditorium at White
Horse Christian Center in West Lafayette, Indiana.

* In 1998, while singing the same song in Malaysia, the unction came to set
the microphone down on the stage as I continued. To everyone’s
shock, the volume only increased ... ten times more! The pastor and his
wife fell prostrate on the floor, while a hundred and fifty people saw
legions of angels for hours. When the hotel owners came to turn our
volume down, they were shocked at what they heard and saw.

* In 1999, once again in Malaysia, ministers of that city asked God to use
my voice to “ pierce the heavens” with praise in preparation for a first-ever
healing crusade in the one-hundred-thousand-seat outdoor
stadium of a Muslim city later that month. Without a microphone, my
natural voice became supernaturally charged with glory and could be
heard clearly on the far side of the arena. At the end of “ How Great
Thou Art,” a fine golden sheen of light glistened on the skin of each of
our hosts. It thickened, until it looked like cosmetic powder that their
nightly showers did not remove for days. The heavens had burst open
upon us.

* In 1995, in Oswego, New York, Dr. Flo Ellers was a witness to what hap-pened.
She writes: ““ Shelli asked me to join her in ministry prayer lines.

I was expecting to help her lay hands on people, when all of a sudden,
she started singing ‘Mine Eyes Have Seen the Glory’ ... . When she got
to the word ‘glory,” she held that note for a long time ... in a very high,
shrill voice. I glanced at her and wondered, What is she doing? The note
went on for two minutes, and then ‘BAM!” the lady she was ministering
to hit the floor without anyone having laid hands on her. I thought,

Now I've seen everything! It was a glorious sound.”
* In 1981 and, again, in 1987, there were two separate instances when hun-dreds
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of wild birds flocked tightly around as God led me to sing notes
like these for nearly four hours in worship.

* Many times we have witnessed the glory cloud, a white mist, hanging over
a congregation as the level of their worship hits that certain * pitch” of
unity and purity before the Lord.

* In 1987, in Houston, Texas, I was asked to close a service, singing in
tongues. We were so raptured in the glory of the atmosphere that God
provided notes which the piano player testified were higher than those
on the keyboard. About that time, we heard a scream. On the highest
note, a man in the audience had suddenly felt a new fuzz of hair pop
up on his bald head!

* On Channel 11, a PBS station in Tulsa, Oklahoma, in February of 2000, a
program declared how levels of sound pitches matched various levels
of light in the color spectrum. In the experiments, these waves of
sound and light pierced the interior of cell walls and eliminated bacte-ria,
virus intruders and even cancers. Is it any wonder the hair grew
back?

* Dr. Paul Challgren and his wife told me of an exhibit in Chicago that
showcased the sound of DNA, the language that encodes our cell tis-sue.

A scientist had mapped the signals for a normal cell versus a cancer

cell. When the signals were played through a synthesizer keyboard, the.68
Oceans of Glory

healthy cell was melodic, but the cancer cell was full of morbid

discord.

* In 1994, I received a healing from a four-centimeter mass in my abdo-men,
not through surgery, but through massive doses of a brilliant
treatment — the Word of God that is medicine to all our flesh! In lis-tening
to Dodie Osteen’s testimony and healing scripture tape in the
background twenty-four hours a day for nine months, my faith ex-ploded
with expectancy, not only for my own healing, but also for
others’. Eighteen years earlier, Dodie had been given up to die of meta-static
cancer of the liver. There was no hope! But she understood the
scriptural promise that says God’s Word will not return to Him void,
but will accomplish the thing unto which He sends it. I believed it too,
and it worked. Not only did the words build up my faith, as I listened
to them over and over again, but even at night, when the volume was
minimal for sleeping, the Word was bombarding my cells and encrypt-ing
my DNA with a new healthy strain for life (see Colossians 2:14)!

New handwriting! New codes! God’s Word is light. Light has a voice!
DNA hears it! These are the sounds of Oceans of Glory!

Are these things new? No! In the Great Awakening of the 1700s, Benjamin
Franklin was converted to Christ when he put the voice of his friend George
Whitefield to the test. While George was preaching to a crowd of thousands
(with no microphone, of course), Ben was measuring out the distance from the
city where the mighty orator’s glory-filled words could still be heard: one mile,
two, three ... almost five! Mr. Franklin could still hear the convicting salvation
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message. Like Christ, preaching to the five thousand, Whitefield thundered
with Heaven’s roaring ocean sounds.

Most men today cannot preach to a crowd of a hundred without the security
of a sound system. What will they do when the glory suddenly draws crowds
like flocks of birds? They will need a miracle to “ be instant in season and out of
season,” to preach to all who hunger. It will happen — a sign and a wonder!

I found an interesting account in an ancient commentary on the Bible that
was contemporary with the patriarchs, when the Torah was just being written.
It did not become part of the Bible, but was referred to in Joshua 10:13-14 and
2 Samuel 1:17-19. In this book, Sefer Yasher (Hebrew for ““ upright account™ ),
you can find the following observations of those who witnessed the events of
the Bible in their day.

Evidently the sons of Jacob uttered no ordinary war cry. Theirs was filled.69

with glory and terrified their enemies more than the rest, with a peculiar sound
that brought the physical manifestations of God’s power:

And the inhabitants of Arbelan heard the noise of the shouting of the
sons of Jacob, and their roaring like the noise of lions and LIKE THE ROAR-ING
OF THE SEA AND ITS WAVES.

And the sons of Jacob returned against the men of Gaash who were with
them from without the city, and they smote them terribly, as striking against
gourds, and they could not stand against the sons of Jacob, for fright and
TERROR HAD SEIZED THEM AT THE SHRIEK OF JUDAH.

And the shriek was heard at a distance, and all the inhabitants of Succoth
heard it, and all Egypt quaked at the sound of the shriek, and also the walls of
Egypt and of the land of Goshen fell in from the SHAKING OF THE EARTH,
and Pharaoh also fell from his throne upon the ground, and also all the preg-nant
women of Egypt and Goshen miscarried WHEN THEY HEARD THE
NOISE OF THE SHAKING, FOR THEY WERE TERRIBLY AFRAID. 3

It reminds you of what happened at Jericho, doesn’t it?
Whether on the subatomic level of humanly inaudible sound, or through the
amplifiers of earth’s loudest sound systems, all of creation will one day praise
the Lord. And not one vibration will slip His attention.
When a piercing note accomplishes a breakthrough in the realm of the Spirit,

I see Heaven opened, and I know it is the time to pull forth the miracle power
of God for the people. But our launch window is often very short because of
our short modern attention spans. People need to learn to wait upon the Lord
again.

1. Pulsating laser beams of light waves would act as the switch to turn the atom on or off
like a motor. The electron of a tiny hydrogen atom would become the storehouse that
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replaces silicon chips in current computers. In its most relaxed position, the electron’s
signal might be measured at a zero. But awakened by the beam of a laser light wave, the
electron would become energized and emit a sound frequency on a level of a one or
higher.

Quantum computers
operating on this system will far surpass the speed and memory capacities of our current
computers. Not only will they revolutionize industrial technologies, but medicines as
well.

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CHAPTER
SIX

LIQUID GLORY FIRES

By faith we understand that the world was created by the word of God, so
that what is seen was made out of things which do not appear.
Hebrews 11:3, RSV

God “ calleth those things which be not as though they were” (Romans 4:17), be-
cause
they are. There are light and sound waves and fluid substances all flowing
together in the mysterious world beyond our human perception. It is foolish-ness
to insist that these natural and supernatural realms remain categorized in
separate and ““ unmixable” arenas, as if we could not access them both.

Albert Einstein said, ““ Science without religion is lame. Religion without sci-ence
is blind.” Some of the very people who have yearned the longest for
creative miracles to visit their generation have now begun to reject them in ig-norance
of God’s Word and of the scientific principles that lend credence to
such things. A half-century ago, polio victims died when they rejected the vac-cine
that Dr. Jonas Salk invented. These people did not believe in the nonsense
of a miniature germ world. So, what we do not see or know can harm our faith
to receive the answers we yearn for.

Whereas some clergy were afraid to tread upon the mysterious lapse of order
from the perfect world of the Creator mentioned in Genesis 1:1 to the chaos of
Genesis 1:2, Einstein and others dared to pry it open for a better look. The re-sult
was that they revolutionized our world.

The twentieth century gave us nanotechnology, the new science of miniature
things. Germs were discovered, and the intricate language and handwriting of
microscopic DNA. The digital computer age evolved into part of our daily lives
because of scientists who understood how to measure the quantum properties
of different gases emitting various levels of light and sounds that could be de-coded
into digital signals. This work yielded the now-famous microchip, the
miniature device that runs everything from heart pacemakers, to watches laptop
computers and space shuttle rockets. And, beneath this finite layer, men
continue to probe even more minute, deeper levels of creation.

Scientists call the nothingness, or “ void,” of Genesis 1:2 a “ quantum
vacuum’ and see there the power generator for a multitude of technologies and
physical and spiritual realties worth exploring. A * nothing” in the language of
quantum physics does not mean the same as ““ nothing” in conventional terms.

Many of the conventional schools of both science and theology need to be
reexamined regularly. We must take the limits off of God and never be guilty of
supposing that we know it all. In the “ void” of Genesis 1:2, there is endless
cause for pausing meditation and a focused call for man to realize that we must
search the depths of God. He shows His glory on the surface of life and in great
depths below it where His awesome sovereignty may be seen.
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We must take the limits off of God and never be guilty of sup-posing
that we know it all.

At the subatomic level, life is fragile at best, held in tact only by the ““ glue” of
God’s will and presence, just a spark away from annihilation. There, atomic
particles wait for a spark of energy (a “ quark™ ) to either lunge into a forward
motion wave of substance or decrease backward into the state of a black hole.

The place of existence where subatomic particles either become substance or
lose form and mass is a negotiable space of explosive potential where anything
could happen at any time. 1 That level of the universe is the most volatile of all,
like an unpredictable volcano.

A black hole is a void, a chaotic place where energy and mass become so
dense and unordered that even light cannot ordinarily pierce it. The ebb and
flow of light, its presence or absence, affects the entire balance of the universe.
Circulating like liquid glory fire from the throne of God, it blesses or judges,
gives or withdraws life, according to God’s Word.

Lucifer discovered this when his well-ordered kingdom disintegrated faster
than the speed of light. It had all seemed solid to him, as he ruled it in great
pride, but it was actually extremely fragile. How many souls have gone to an
eternal Hell with Satan because their fragile lives were snatched away tragically
before they made Christ their Lord! Nothing is forever.

Albert Einstein realized this, as he studied the “ void” of Genesis 1:2 and sum-
marized it in the most famous quote of the twentieth century: E = mc 2 (energy
[E] and mass [m] / light [c] are related). Without God’s energy, the presence
of His glory, mass is nothing — void. This helps me to understand the nature of
miracles and how they form from the supernatural realm into our natural
realm. Physical laws obey spiritual laws that mirror the Creator Himself. He is a
God of divine order, and all things that are natural (or appear as mass) obey
Him, the supernatural source of all energy. His Word is law.

The first law of thermodynamics states that energy and matter cannot be cre-ated
or destroyed. They can only be converted into one form or the other. 2 God
is the essence of all of this, and all things issue forth from Him.

Energy and matter cannot be destroyed, only converted, so the Creator 3
did not invent new energized matter but created or drew 4 that which existed
out of Himself into this realm. He, God Almighty, is the absolute constant of
the universe.

Energy and matter cannot be created or destroyed, only con-verted
into one form or the other.

Many theologians believe or, at the very least, seriously consider the idea that
God never created anything chaotic. So how did the perfect earth and heaven of
Genesis 1:1 become null and void? It is believed that when God destroyed the
throne of Lucifer, it became a black hole, or a “ nothing,” or a ““ void.” It did not
lose the codes of its DNA; it only lost its order and energy levels to exist in a
coherent form. This was a catastrophic biblical event that God was able to fix.

And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the
face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters.

Genesis 1:2
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In that black hole, or fallen world, would have also been the DNA of every-thing
that once existed there — matter and energy not destroyed but converted

into a nonsubstantial format, until the Holy Spirit moved over it and the glory-filled
voice of God awoke it all, calling it back into being.

“ God calls those things that be not as though they were.” If He called an ocean
to be, then it answered Him and appeared at the speed of light out of that black
hole. If He called a tree, bird or dinosaur, its DNA, its matter, its energy, its es-sence
answered Him. What an awesome moment the angels enjoyed, watching
as God created our current world, arranging these elements in divine order!

“ Light be!” Beginning at the speed of light, each “ thing” proceeded from the
mouth of God, winding down into slower earthly atomic revolutions, until it
reached the set boundary levels of what earth was called to be. Thus, they mate-rialized
into a perceivable solid form. Particles of energy and matter obeyed the
language of their coded substance, DNA. Out of the ““ nothing,” they returned,
and of those things that be not, something appeared.

DNA is the handwriting that encodes every cell. It tells an eye to be blue, or a
body to be tall and to mature. It is a great mystery to us, but not to the Potter,.
who can smash a universe and begin again from the same clay. Apparently, He
did it all once before and can do it all again, as He will in the re-creation of the
world.

By faith we understand that the world was created by the word of God, so
that what IS SEEN WAS MADE OUT OF THINGS WHICH DO NOT
APPEAR. Hebrews 11:3, RSV

And, Thou, Lord, in the beginning hast laid the foundation of the earth;
and the heavens are the works of thine hands: They shall perish; but thou
remainest; and they all shall wax old as doth a garment; AND AS A VESTURE
SHALT THOU FOLD THEM UP, AND THEY SHALL BE CHANGED: but
thou art the same, and thy years shall not fail. Hebrews 1:10-12

The volatile force of light existent in the universe was meant to remain con-stant
in motion and in order, in a perfect cosmic space. That would describe the
liquid glory fire of God. Its disruption would be similar to watching a live high-voltage
electric wire become disconnected as it falls to the ground and sparks
begin to fly in a dangerous, wild and unpredictable arc.

Lucifer’s rebellion ripped and confused that order, and his fall caused a cos-mic
decrease in the levels of light and the velocity of it. This could be attributed
to the existence of such things as black holes. 5 When Satan fell down on the job
of maintaining the harmony of the throne of God, he really “ messed things up”

(see Ezekiel 28:14-15).

Regardless of how the perfect world of Genesis 1:1 became the “ void” of Gen-
esis 1:2, it was not what it had been intended to be. Rev. Billye Brim, who is my
favorite eschatology teacher, relays a German student’s understanding of the
Hebrew phrase “ without form and void” (tohu va ‘bohu). *“ You have cleaned your
house until it was perfectly spotless, and then you open the door of your
teenager’s room, and you scream, ‘This place is tohu va ’bohu! Clean it at once.’

These rhyming Hebrew words mean — fohu: formlessness, confusion, unreal-ity,
emptiness, chaos, waste, and bohu: emptiness. 6 Isaiah 45:18 shows that
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God didn’t create earth in vain (fohu), but formed it already perfect, ready to be
instantly inhabited. God’s work is perfect (see Deuteronomy 32:4). God’s work
is glorious (see Psalm 111:3).” 7

So the ““ nothing” that God created our earth from was anything but a quiet
placid space to begin with. Within it was a seething, confused mass of elements
that could neither be created nor destroyed, but only rearranged. Fallen angels
must remain chained there, while other elements were called out of it to be-come
part of a refurbished planet, which God designed Adam to guard from
the fallen ruler, Lucifer, Satan, or the devil..

Whether the book of Genesis is actually the story of Creation or Re-creation,
it really does not matter; the creative miracle principle is the same. As God once
created it, He could just as easily have re-created it, as He will again on the day
of resurrection. Out of the dust of the earth, the depths of oceans and all places
where human remains are scattered, God will rearrange the matter and energy
and call the elements to be whole again, in the twinkling of an eye, in a sub-atomic
second.

When God formed man of the dust, He may have literally been digging for
something precious in there. Perhaps there was already a DNA chain dormant,
scattered within the dust from the perfect order of the world that God had origi-nally
made in Genesis 1:1 and that He wished to recall, creating a man who
would “ replenish” the earth. If so, God will just as easily recall the missing parts
in this day for re-creative miracles, and one day He will do the same for the
whole human race, either with glorified bodies or the second death.

THE CONSUMING FIRE OF HELL

I don’t ever want to go back to the black hole of Hell that I once visited as a
teenager one night in a near life-and-death experience. (Please see the testi-mony
of that experience in the final part of this book.) I want to be thrust
forward into the glories of eternity with Christ. But there is coming a day when
all that is not to be re-created will, once again, be sealed into a black hole, a
nothing, a void, a chaos. This time, God will not speak to it; He will not visit it
or have fellowship with it. In the final judgment, the energy and matter con-signed
to the void will remain forever locked away from God’s presence and
light. It will never be converted to life again. And the glory of the Lord will fill
all the earth, and time will be no more.

When God fills up time with His glory, and time is no more, then He will
consume it and everything left within it. Adam was created to be a timeless im-mortal.
When he sinned, his days were suddenly numbered, and man began to
count time: time until redemption, time until death, time until resurrection,
time until “ the end of time.”

Birth pangs of TIME seized the earth, and the contractions have become
shorter and sharper with catastrophic events. One day, the last birth pang will
strike, and the very end of TIME will be birthed unto us. Then, “ time shall be no
more.” No one in Heaven or earth will be able to find TIME. It will be known, but
not found. Those souls who are caught in the darkness of the black hole of Hell
will continue to count TIME as though they could ever escape its confines, know-ing
that they never shall. No intercessor will weep for them, for, in God’s mercy,
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tears for them will finally be wiped away from the eyes of all who live in heavenly
joy, and the lost shall eternally be forgotten by their Creator and their loved ones..76
Oceans of Glory

And the consuming fire of Hell ... ? What shall it be? Satan has no fire, no
light, only utter darkness. In eternity, he will own nothing at all. Inside the heat
of the Light of Lights, the Glory Himself, the lost will all be withdrawn into
nothingness and there eternally burn, consumed by their own Creator. They
will know themselves in that place called Hell and be forever tormented by
TIME that cannot be ended. Their tormentor, Satan, will be locked away with
them all the TIME. Their cry will be, “ Oh, I thought I had more TIME, and it ran
out. It sealed up! I am trapped! Let me out! Let me out! Let me out!” But God
alone will hold the key that shall never let them out. Every atom and molecule
in the universe shall obey Him and get into perfect order, and they will cover
up the damned and consume them, as though they had never existed. Hell will
be consumed in the Lake of Fire, and our God is a consuming fire of liquid
glory (see Hebrews 12:25-29).

Hell will be a horrible place where all matter and energy will disintegrate to a
very different level of existence than that of the persons allowed to have glori-fied
bodies and live in the presence of God face-to-face in eternal joy. Were it
not for God’s mercy, none could survive His glory. Were it not for His love, we
all could have remained a void of particles floating in that black hole of Gen-esis
1:2. But from the foundations of the earth that He created (or re-created
from it), we were known and called forth in the dust of Adam’s DNA, of his
loins. Aren’t you glad?

LOVE IS A CONSUMING FIRE
God is love, and His heart yearned for us to come forth. Over that negotiable
space of Genesis 1:2, the Spirit of God hovered and brooded with knowledge of
all the elements contained therein, including man. He contemplated how He
would reorder it all, and when that was complete, He spoke on a sound wave
that penetrated the black hole, followed with a light wave — ““ Let there be
light!” — and substance was formed. An orderly planet came into being in six
days out of the chaos, as the eternal goodness of the vast Oceans of Glory poured
forth through that voice.

And God said it was “ good.” (*“ Good” is tov in Hebrew, the totality of all that
God is, all His love.) The breath from this same voice of the Holy Spirit
breathed into man, who then became a living, speaking soul.

A rabbi once told me that the Hebrew word for this marvelous dust was best
defined as “ the smallest traceable particle of matter.” How fine is a piece of
dust? Under a microscope, it is able to be divided as small as an atom, which
some scientists now declare has no point of condensing. The atom is bottom-less,
and so is God. He has no beginning, nor end..

If you were to label the smallest particle of dust A and the farthest reach of
the Universe Z, you and I exist somewhere in between — and so does God. Not
only is He big, but He is also small and also just your size, in between those two
extremes. He is the same size as every cancer cell. He is not far away, out in
space, but near to you, closer than a breath away.

One word from God can change anything. This same voice of the Holy Spirit
was breathed into man, who became a living, speaking soul. We are created to
speak such words of faith and to dominate chaotic circumstances. To no other
creature was this ability given. In the twinkling of an eye, faith-filled words can
change subatomic realities and manifest solid miracles. Hallelujah!

Similarly, what all two thousand years of Church history put together could
not manage to accomplish, God, in the last great revival of all time, will accom-plish
in seconds. Human lives and eternal destinies may be altered beyond all
of our calculations.

It is
believed that the Higgs particle floated in a primordial soup, a fluid mass of un-attached
matter and energy in a black hole where everything needed for the
order to sustain the life of the future was preexistent within the chaos. Scientists.80

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Jesus was flooded with glory. After His resurrection, He was often of a form
that caused His best friends not to recognize Him. The living water and light of
Heaven illuminated His being and changed His countenance.
